NEW FINDINGS FROM THE CHURCH ST. VIRGIN INDRENOVO,
KAVADARCI

(Résumé)

During my visit of the church St.Virgin in; the village Drenovo, Kavadarci, i
have noticed two new fragments of decorative sculpture which belong to the medi-
eval ensemble of the iconostasis of the church. They are incorporated in the ce-
ment basé of the present wooden iconostasis. The first fragment, probably a col-
umn ofthe older iconostasis is placed in the northern part, while the other fragment
- a marble plate is incorporated in the part of the base under the doors of the
iconostasis.

The column or a window shaft, (1,08 m. X 0,115 m.), is decorated with frieze
of 5 five-leaf palmettes that are incorporated in a sinusoidal tendril, that begins of
the top with a Greek cross.

The plate (0,80 m. X 0,63 m., height 0,12 m., diameter of the central circle
0,46 m., side frame 0,10 m., upper and lower frame 0,07 m.), has central circle
which contains tendril that rolls elliptically and ends in three-leaf palmettes, starting
to develop from larger five-leafpalmetts placed on the top and bottom of the circle.
Aside of the circle there are three small circles enclosing palmettes, made of
tendril that finishes in both ends in a small three-leaf bud with two long and sharp
leaves. According to the analogies with the ornaments applied on the four capitals in
the same church, as well as the analogies in the decoration ofthe altar columns from
the church St. Sophia, Ohrid, a date of 11th C.can be proposed.

So far, there are three altar columns, one plate, three fragments of a epistle or
door lintel, that may belong to the medieval 11th C. iconostasis. To the decorative
sculptural ensemble four impost capitals, one window shaft with capital that is still in
situ can be added. At this stage of research, this is the only medieval church in
Macedonie that has preserved so many fragments of the whole decorative en-
semble.
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
